· After severe spinal injury in 1971, I never thought I would be able to go back to university. In 1995, I discovered I could do that, and have had a very successful path. I am completing the Ph.D. for very personal reasons having to do with “I Can.” Once completed, it is my personal goal to use my knowledge and status to reach many people, on the local level, with my ideas for lifelong learning. I particularly wish to work with young women, in overcoming social messages that indicate they cannot succeed, just because they are female.

· One great personal goal is to work from home base, and “telecommute” my business(es), which will include online learning topics, instructional design, and/or teaching. My vision is to have a completely networked home office/studio.

· To be able to work via Internet, from any location in the world – and to take advantage of travel and teaching/learning opportunities on a global basis.

2. Educational Goals

· To achieve a high level scholarship for the Dissertation year. I am looking at the American Association of University Women, as they have a pertinent scholarship fine-tuned to the topic of my Dissertation goal.

· To have a very detailed “map” of my Program, through PC501 and other courses and seminars, this summer of 2001.

· To be able to “knit” theory, writing, and resources of all remaining course work into precise questions for the Comprehensives, with my goal of actualizing my non-profit virtual community and Cyberschool: Refuge Earth.

· From the comprehensives, to further define the sub topics of the Dissertation, with the final goal of achieving readiness for launching the virtual community and cyberschool in the same time frame as my completion of the Doctoral program.

· One goal is to find time to explore further, eBusiness and eCommerce as they relate to Education and distance learning. IV. PART FOUR: Description of Proposed Dissertation Topic
	A Virtual Learning Community For Bringing
Math, Science and Technology to Young Women At-Risk:
I AM GIRL, HEAR ME ROAR!

Life-changing options

This Dissertation will center around a Virtual Community and online learning environment — a CyberSchool — that will provide life-changing options for young women seeking to enter career areas in math, science and technology.

The purpose

The purpose of this Virtual Learning Community will be to work with young women who, by nature of our culture, have been convinced by family, mentors, peers, and the Media, that they "cannot achieve" in the areas of math, science, computer technology, and other technologies. The primary mission of this Cyber Learning Space will be to provide methods and resources for reversing that gender-biased message. 

The project portion of this Dissertation will be designed to supplement the curriculum for girls in late high school (11th and 12th grades, primarily college- or technical school-bound), as well as for post-secondary, undergraduate women who are making academic choices for career paths in these topic areas.

Research, Design, and Implementation of the Dissertation Project

The Dissertation will address the concept that no one can change social structures without changing the self — and the community around one’s self — and vice versa. Research, design, and implementation of this Virtual Community will contain within its architecture, suggestions and techniques by which learners will be empowered in their inquiries into higher math, science and technology by means of a personal and supportive interface — as well as by sound academic methods, learning theory, and professional standards.

The learning environment will provide an inviting structure for learners to inspect their gendered conceptions about traditional science, math or technology curricula. In developing their own histories and portfolios, young people will be encouraged to think critically about the Virtual Community's — and their own — roles in recording and describing their stories. This will become a part of the bonding and commitment to the larger, ground-based community.

The Dissertation project will show that the Virtual Learning Community’s structure will be a constructionist digital environment, and that the environment becomes an integration of media, text, teacher, content, and learner. This then becomes a mirror of the very media used — one contiguous and overlapping web. In this way, the setting will help learners to knit together the bits and pieces of their experiences and the experiences of others, into meaningful aggregates unique to them and to the communities they represent. They become partners in layering their personalized understanding and descriptions of events.

This study will also show that learners gain a larger view, upon seeing that they are contributing to the greater community of inquiry. One of the most important aspects to consider in revealing the possibility for overcoming gender (as well as other) biases — is to provide the learner with the sense of being a part of the greater neighborhood. The Dissertation will reveal that new technologies generate alternative ways for a learner to explore topics, which are not bound by conventions designed for a paper-based classroom headed by a solitary teacher. By breaking out of these conventions, one of the first benefits to the student is a sense of freedom — a breaking of bonds that have held them "in their place" in the learning ladder.

Case Studies, Mentorship, Service-Learning

The Dissertation will study how a learner will gain knowledge and confidence for becoming an expert in the culture of the content of their own histories, in dissembling and reassembling the meanings, and making layers of the interpretations of events, as their experiences become richer. Further contrasts and comparisons in Case Studies will show that encouraging learners to layer their knowledge and to view events from various perspectives will be the base for one of the most important offerings of this Virtual Learning Community’s approach. It will bring together mentors, professionals, and other societal segments, in the learning process. This study will also examine the effects and value of these “wider-village” partnerships that have come to be known in traditional academic and corporate circles as "Service-Learning," and "Professional Mentorship" relationships.
